YEAR C - Last Sunday after the Epiphany

Transfiguration
{Revised Lectionary)

TODAY'S READINGS set the stage for Lent, Holy Week, and the Cross. We
are being shown in these readings that the glory of Jesus is to be found in his
humility, in his compassion, and in his sufferings for us.

The First Reading (Fxodus 34: 29-35) tells that when Moses came down from
Mount Sinai where he "had been talking with God", "the skin of his face shong”

(v. 29). This was the occasion when Moses brought with him the second set of
tablets bearing the commandments of God. The first pair of tablets had been
braken in anger by Moses when he retumed to discover the people worshipping
the golden calf (32: 15-19). This ime, however, when he came 1o ialk with the
peaple, they saw that the glory of the Lord was reflected in Moses' face. So
Moses covered his face with "a veil" (v. 33). But when he went inlo the
tabemacle, Moses would remove the veif to talk with Ged "face 1o face” (v. 34,
and 33: 11).

The Second Reading (2 Corinthians 3: 12 - 4: 2) speaks of the ready access we

Christians have to God through Jesus Christ. There is no vail between him and
us. Paul refers fo Moses' vell, the subject of the First Reading. Paul says fhat
Moses veiled his face so that the people would not see God's glory fading from
his face {v. 13). But that Old Testament glory, says Paul, has been supplantad
by the greater glory of Jesus, and Jesus' glory is not veiled from us. Rather we
are more and more being transformed info Jesus' glory. We, therefore, have
nothing shameful to hide, as behind a veil, but as his ministers we openly
proclaim the ruth of Christ {4; 2).

The Gospel {Luke 9: 28-43a) is Luke's account of Jesus' glorious Transfiguration
on the mountain. Only Peter, James and John, the inner circle of Jesus'
disciples, experienced this scene. Moses {representing the Law) and Elijah
(representing the Prophets) appeared in support of Jesus, but then they faded
away to leave Jesus standing alone, for Jesus has supplanted the Law and the
Prophets. Peter would linger there on the mountain to revel in the experience,
but Jesus brought them back to this heart-breaking world of pain and sufiering as
depicted by the epileplic boy. Then, in driving evil out of the boy, Jesus
manifests his glory lo us, and his victory over the powers of Evil.
